Many EU citi-
zen parents have not yet applied on behalf of their children, and it is vital to secure your child's immigration status. Contact details for
the "Stay Settled in Newham" helpline: EUSS Bilingual Helpline: 0808 196 3510 EUSS Support E-mail: staysettledinnewham@gmail.com
Website: https://www.renewalprogramme.org.uk/News/stay-settled-in-newham.
