Dear Parents and Carers,

I would like to thank you all very much for your support in attending our first parents’ evening of the year, and completing our annual parent survey. We are absolutely delighted that 327 parents completed the survey, which represents a huge take-up across the school. As you can see, the responses were very positive.

99% agree that their child is happy at school.
98% agree that their child feels safe at school.

99.7% agree that their child knows adults in school are available for them to speak to.
99% agree that the children are well behaved.
98% agree that the school deals with cases of bullying effectively.
98% agree that the school makes you aware of what your child will learn.

99% agree that the school has high expectations of their child.

99.6% agree that their child does well at this school.

99% agree that children with SEND are given the support they need to succeed.
98% agree that the school lets you know how your child is doing.
96% agree that school deals with your concerns.
99% agree that there are a good range of subjects available to children.

97% agree that your child can take part in clubs and activities at school.

99% agree the school supports your wider child’s development.
98% agree that the school helps you to support your child’s learning.

98% would recommend the school to another parent.

We take your comments very seriously, and will work hard to address any issues raised. 

Some parents are worried about the choices that children have for school dinners.

Our school lunches are planned out on a three-weekly basis, and menus are available from our main office. Each day there are three meal choices as well as sandwiches. Children are also allowed unlimited salad or vegetables, and for dessert there is a main choice as well as fruit, cheese and crackers or yogurt daily. Children help themselves to milk and water at the tables. School staff are always on hand to help, so if your child is struggling with a particular lunch do encourage them to speak to us. We don’t want any child to go from lunch feeling hungry!
Some parents are finding communication between school and home tricky.

Following a parental vote, we cut down on sending home paper-based newsletters. Each week we publish our newsletter on the website, school app and ‘StudyBugs’. ‘StudyBugs’. Paper copies of the newsletter are also available from the main office, and are put up in the display cases outside. ‘Studybugs’ allows two-way communication between school and home, so please do download it onto your phone via your app store. See a member of school staff if you need some help!


Please make a careful note of the time events are happening and ensure you arrive on time. Late arrivals disturb the performance for everyone. You may not be allowed in if you are late.
